Annually updating this Document will help your school to record and monitor travelling to school improvements and should be co-ordinated with the School Development Plan.

Setting outcomes to improve active and sustainable travel to school links well with Healthy Schools physical activity outcomes, as well as helping your school reduce carbon emissions and improving green credentials. In addition, it can help reduce congestion around your school gates, making the environment safer and more pleasant for your pupils and the school community.

…you can still use this document to set out your school’s travel priorities, outcomes and milestones for the year ahead and work with it.  
Step 1 – Look through your existing Travel Plan and familiarise yourself with the objectives, targets and actions
