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SIGNING OF KSI CLUSTER SITES

PURPOSE OF REPORT

1. To advise the Board on an innovative scheme to provide information signs at KSI cluster sites

MAIN BODY OF REPORT


3. Local Safety Schemes are identified using our Priority Sites List (do we need a description?). Once a scheme is identified an initial investigation of the accidents is carried out and it is promoted through the LTP bidding process for funding. If a location is successful for funding a more detailed investigation is undertaken, the scheme is designed and consulted upon before implementation. These processes may take between 6 to 18 months depending on the scheme. This results in a period of time between identifying a problem and carrying out accident remedial works.

4. It is proposed to erect temporary signs at these locations until either works are undertaken or it is decided that no further action is necessary. These signs will raise motorist’s awareness and inform the public that these locations are being investigated for possible safety improvements. It is hoped that their presence will prevent further accidents during this period of time.

5. The signs are proposed to show the following:
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It is also proposed to include the Suffolkroadsafe logo and website address on these signs together with the Department for Transport Road Safety Website Think! These links will enable motorists and the public to find out further information, on the signs and their locations, together with general road safety information.

6. Each sign will cost in the region of £300 and the cost to erect each sign would be £150.  Therefore a site with two signs will cost approximately £1000 including an allowance for traffic management. The total cost of these sites is £17,000. However, the signs can be re-used at new locations next year, reducing the cost to erection only.

The average cost of injury accident is £90,000 and therefore if this works saves 1 accident from occurring it will return the investment more than 5 times. 

7. The effect of the signs will be closely monitored by including them within our accident casualty monitor system (Accmaps). An update on their progress will be reported back to the board in due course.
